ICS Annual Meeting proves to be a conference of many firsts. 

The 37th annual meeting of the International Continence Society (ICS) took place in Rotterdam from 20th to 24th August and was attended by 2500 participants who enjoyed a rich and full programme consisting of over 40 Educational Courses and Workshops and over 100 scientific presentations. 
ICS 2007 was a meeting of many firsts with Point-counter-point discussions making a first an appearance in the ICS programme along with the launch of the Continence Foundation of the Netherlands which aims to provide financial support for scientific research in the field of incontinence.

The ICS Continence Promotion Committee (CPC) works to promote awareness and break down stigmas relating to incontinence within the society and was given the opportunity to organise the first Continence Public Forum to end the ICS 2007 annual meeting. This public forum was directed at the members of the public who are affected by or know someone who is affected by continence issues.

The aim of the forum was to raise awareness and educate the participants about the possible treatments and common types of suffering and with over 200 delegates registered and the attendees representing a variety of ages and ethnic groups from both sexes, the forum was declared a success by Diane Newman, the chair of the CPC.
During the ICS press conference selected members of the ICS presented their scientific research to the press. 

Manfred Stohrer talked about ‘Botox and the bladder’ and explained that: 

“Botulinum toxin Type A is used to paralyze the overactive bladder to prevent kidney damage caused by high pressure situations during filling phase and to achieve possibly continence” 

Gert Holstege presented his work on the Brain and Bladder and Rufus Cartwright went on to discuss recent findings on Lifestyle issues.
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
