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	Anus
	The opening of the bowel to the outside of the body through which feces are discharged


	Bladder
	Organ that collects, stores, and eliminates urine


	Bowel
	Organs that digest food, absorb nutrients and water, and store and discharge feces; there is a small and a large bowel; also called intestines


	Decubitus or Decubitus Ulcer
	A wound extending through some or all the layers of the skin which results from excess pressure; also called a pressure ulcer


	Continence
	The ability to hold urine and feces until they are discharged voluntarily


	Detrusor Muscle
	The muscle tissue of the bladder that is involuntary 
 

	Defecation
	The act of emptying the intestine of feces; commonly referred to as “having a bowel movement”
 

	Diarrhea
	Abnormally frequent discharge of feces of loose or liquid consistency; diarrhea is not the same as incontinence


	Epidermis
	The outermost layer of the skin 


	Fecal Incontinence
	The inability to hold feces and control the emptying f the bowel;
Often referred to as fecal leakage or fecal soiling


	Feces
	Substances the body does not need that are discharged from the bowel; Feces contain water, substances that remain after digestion and absorption of food, mucus, and microorganisms that normally reside in the large intestine
Another word for stool


	Incontinence
	Inability to voluntarily control urination or defecation


	Incontinence Associated Dermatitis
	An inflammation of the skin due to contact with irritating substances in feces or prolonged wetness; signs are redness, rash, local swelling, and loss of some of the outer layer of skin; symptoms are soreness, itching, burning


	Intertrigo
	Inflammation of skin in skin folds due to excessive moisture


	Intestine
	Another word for bowel

	Overactive Bladder
	A bladder that contracts involuntarily producing sudden urges to urinate and involuntary urine loss


	Perineum
	The general body region between the anus and the genital organs often including the buttocks and inner thighs


	Pressure Ulcer
	A wound extending through some or all the layers of the skin which results from excess pressure; also called a decubitus ulcer


	Rectum
	The “end” part of the large intestine nearest the anal opening 


	Sphincter
	Ring of muscular tissue surrounding an opening of a hollow organ such as the bladder or bowel; some sphincters are under voluntary control while others are controlled by involuntary reflexes 


	Stress Incontinence
	Involuntary leakage of urine from the bladder accompanying physical activity that places increased pressure on the abdomen (bending over, coughing, sneezing, laughing or physical exercise)


	Stool
	Another word for feces


	Stooling
	Another word for defecation


	Urge Incontinence
	Involuntary leakage of urine from the bladder when a sudden strong need to urinate is felt


	Urinary Incontinence
	Inability of the body to hold urine and discharge it voluntarily; 
The inability to control the emptying functions of the bladder; 
Often referred to as urine leakage


	Urination
	The act of emptying the bladder


	Voiding
	Another word often used for urination


	Yeast infection or rash
	Invasion of yeast microorganism through skin that is broken or has lost some of the epidermis (outer layer); symptoms include a red rash and there may be itching and tenderness
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
