INTRODUCTION:
Single use (as opposed to reusable / washable) bodyworn (as opposed to bed and chair protectors) absorbent incontinence products (as opposed to mechanical devices that aim to prevent leakage of urine or faeces, or products such as catheters and sheaths that seek to channel leakage to a receptacle) come in a variety of different designs, but the names used to describe them and their design features sometimes vary a lot between - and even within - countries. It would be much easier for all concerned if the terminology was standardised, providing preferred terms that all are encouraged to use. To that end, the ICS appointed an international working group to consult widely across the international community of people concerned with these products (for example, users, caregivers, clinicians and manufacturers) to establish a standard terminology that enjoys widespread support.

Drawing on their collective experience, the working group created an online questionnaire (See Appendix A) to solicit the opinions of stakeholders internationally. Jenny Ellis and Dominic Turner ran the questionnaire on the Doodlepoll platform, and encouraged ICS members to participate, as well as contacting a variety of clinical, academic and industry organisations known to the ICS whose members might be interested in the work, with a request to encourage their respective members to participate. The questionnaire invited respondents to:

· Express their preferences for a range of offered alternative names for each of 7 different categories of single use bodyworn absorbent incontinence products; suggest any other alternative names worthy of consideration; and explain the reasoning behind their answers.  

· Comment on proposed descriptions for the defining features and main variant features for each of the 7 design categories. 

· Suggest any additional (to the 7 offered) categories of single use bodyworn absorbent incontinence products that should be included in the proposed standard.

· Comment on proposed definitions for a range of key design features of products (such as absorbent core and leg cuffs) and suggest any additional features that should be included in the proposed standard.

· Suggest (with reasons) a better name for single use bodyworn absorbent incontinence products.

· Identify their interest in these products (such as product user, healthcare professional or product manufacturer) and their nationality.

The questionnaire was finalized and made “live” on 12 December 2016, and closed on 7 
March 2017. A hundred people from 18 countries filled out the questionnaire and their nationalities and interests are summarised in Appendix B.



SECTION 1: PREFERRED TERMS FOR PRODUCT DESIGN CATEGORIES
Single use bodyworn absorbent products can be divided into seven distinct categories 
according to their main (defining) features. A preferred name for each design category
is proposed below, along with descriptions of their defining - and main variant – features.

Design category 1: Pad
We propose that a product of the kind shown in Figure 1 should be called a pad. The defining features of a pad and the main variant features are described in Table 1.

Although the online questionnaire found clear international consensus in favour of pad, two alternative names (insert and liner) were popular in some countries, but never more popular than pad (Appendix C, Fig C-1 and Table C-1). Accordingly, use of these two terms – and others favoured by small minorities - is discouraged.


Table 1: The defining features and main variant features of pads.
	Defining features 
	A waterproof-backed absorbent product that is held in place using separate, close-fitting (regular or specially designed) underwear.

	Main variant features 
	· Products may be used by either sex, but some are intended (by their colour, style, shape or the placing of absorbent material, for example) just for men or just for women.
· Products come with different absorption capacities.
· Longitudinal elastic side barriers and leg cuffs on either side of the crotch may be included to improve fit, comfort and prevent leakage.
· Products may have an adhesive strip on the back or adhesive wings to the sides to help secure them in underwear.
· Products may have a wetness indicator.
· Products may or may not be suitable for containing FI as well as UI.




Design category 2: Booster pad
We propose that a product of the kind shown in Figure 2 should be called a booster pad. The defining features of a booster pad and the main variant features are described in Table 2.

The online questionnaire found clear international consensus in favour of booster pad. Unbacked pad was a popular alternative in some countries but it was less popular than booster pad in all countries except one (UK) (Appendix C, Fig C-2 and Table C-2). Accordingly, the use of the term unbacked pad is discouraged.

Table 2: The defining features and main variant features of booster pads.
	Defining features 
	An absorbent product without a waterproof backing used (i) inside another products such as a category 6 product to boost its absorption capacity or (ii) on its own, secured using separate, close-fitting, underwear which itself includes waterproofing in the pad area.

	Main variant features 
	· Products may be used by either sex.
· Products may be rectangular or contoured to fit the wearer better.
· Products come with different absorption capacities.
· Products may or may not be suitable for containing FI as well as UI.




Design category 3: Male pad
We propose that a product of the kind shown in Figure 3 should be called a male pad. The defining features of a male pad and the main variant features are described in Table 3.

The online questionnaire found clear international consensus in favour of male pad. Guard pad was quite a popular alternative in some countries but it was more popular than male pad in only one (Canada), but only marginally (Appendix C, Fig C-3 and Table C-3). Accordingly, the use of the term guard pad for men - and others favoured by small minorities - is discouraged.

Table 3: The defining features and main variant features of male pads.
	Defining features 
	A waterproof-backed absorbent product for men that is designed to be worn against the penis, and is held in place using separate, close-fitting  (regular or specially designed) underwear.

	Main variant features 
	· Products come with different absorption capacities.
· Longitudinal elastic side barriers and leg cuffs at the sides may be included to improve fit and comfort and prevent leakage.
· Products may have an adhesive strip on the back to help secure them in underwear.




Design category 4: Pouch
We propose that a product of the kind shown in Figure 4 should be called a pouch. The defining features of a pouch and the main variant features are described in Table 4.

Figure 4: An examples of a pouch.

The online questionnaire found clear international consensus in favour of pouch and no other term emerged as a popular alternative (Appendix C, Fig C-4 and Table C-4).
Table 4: The defining features and main variant features of pouches.
	Defining features 
	A waterproof-backed absorbent product for men, fashioned into a pocket into which the penis – and sometimes the scrotum, too – is placed. They are held in place using separate, close-fitting (regular or specially designed) underwear.

	Main variant features 
	· Products come with different absorption capacities.
· Products may have an adhesive strip on the back to help secure them in underwear.
· Products may have a hook and loop fastening system or adhesive tape to secure the product round the penis.




Design category 5: Protective underwear
We propose that products of the kind shown in Figure 5 should be called protective underwear. The defining features of protective underwear and the main variant features are described in Table 5.

The terms protective underwear and pull-up were each supported by about the same number of respondents but protective underwear was favoured over pull-up (or equal to it) in all countries except UK and Ireland (Appendix C, Fig C-5 and Table C-5). Accordingly, the use of the term pull-up - and others favoured by small minorities - is discouraged.
Table 5: The defining features and main variant features of protective underwear.
	Defining features 
	A product in which the absorbent core, waterproof backing and the means to hold it in place are combined in a single design resembling regular underwear. Elastic linings around the waist and hips help give a close fit.

	Main variant features 
	· Products may be used by either sex, but some are intended (by their colour, style or the placing of absorbent material, for example) just for men or just for women.
· Products come with different absorption capacities, and to fit different body sizes.
· Longitudinal elastic side barriers and leg cuffs on either side of the crotch may be included to improve fit and comfort and prevent leakage.
· In some designs, side seams can be torn away for easy removal.
· Products may have wetness indicators
· Products may or may not be suitable for containing FI as well as UI.




Design category 6: All-in-one
We propose that a product of the kind shown in Figure 6 should be called an all-in-one. The defining features of an all-in-one and the main variant features are described in Table 6.

The online questionnaire revealed a diversity of views on what category 6 products should be called. Four countries favoured diaper, but many respondents were against the term because if its infant connotations. Slip and wrap-around were favoured in the Netherlands but enjoyed little support elsewhere. Adult brief was favoured by Canada, USA and Norway but, again, there was little support elsewhere. All-in-one was favoured by Australia, Belgium and the UK and had the highest number of respondents favouring it (but the UK was strongly represented: about a third of respondents) (Appendix C, Fig C-6 and Table C-6). In conclusion, we recommend that these products should be called all-in-ones. However, adult brief should be allowed in parentheses (eg “… all-in-one (sometime known as adult briefs)…”.

Table 6: The defining features and main variant features of all-in-ones.
	Defining features 
	A one-piece product in which the absorbent core and the means to hold it in place are combined in a single design, secured using adjustable adhesive tabs or a hook and loop fastening system at the sides.

	Main variant features 
	· Products may be used by either sex, but some are intended (by their colour, style or the placing of absorbent material, for example) just for men or just for women.
· Products come with different absorption capacities, and to fit different body sizes.
· Longitudinal elastic side barriers and leg cuffs on either side of the crotch may be included to improve fit and comfort and prevent leakage.
· Products may have wetness indicators.
· Products may or may not be suitable for containing FI as well as UI.




Design category 7: Belted product
We propose that a product of the kind shown in Figure 7 should be called a belted product. The defining features of a belted product and the main variant features are described in Table 7.

The online questionnaire found clear international consensus in favour of belted product. This was the (joint) top choice in most countries. Denmark, Italy and Sweden favoured flex – a term also popular in the Netherlands - but this was discounted as it is a brand name (Appendix C, Fig C-7 and Table C-7).

Table 7: The defining features and main variant features of belted products.
	Defining features 
	A one-piece product in which the absorbent core, waterproof backing and the means to hold it in place are combined in a single design, secured by means of an adjustable belt, adhesive tabs or a hook and loop fastening system.

	Main variant features 
	· Products may be used by either sex, but some are intended (by their colour, style or the placing of absorbent material, for example) just for men or just for women.
· Products come with different absorption capacities, and to fit different body sizes.
· Longitudinal elastic side barriers and leg cuffs on either side of the crotch may be included to improve fit and comfort and prevent leakage.
· Products may have wetness indicators.
· Products may or may not be suitable for containing FI as well as UI.






SECTION 2: PREFERRED TERMS FOR PRODUCT DESIGN FEATURES
This section provides explanations and definitions for the design features most commonly 
found in single use bodyworn absorbent incontinence products, and they should be read in conjunction with Figure 8.

The Topsheet in an absorbent incontinence pad is the layer of fabric which lies against the
 wearer's skin. It is made from a water-permeable material that allows urine to pass readily
through to the acquisition and distribution layer and the absorbent core beneath.

Absorbent incontinence products often have an Acquisition and Distribution Layer (ADL) 
between the topsheet (above) and the absorbent core (below). The ADL is designed to allow 
urine to enter the pad readily, and spread it over a large area of absorbent core. It does not,
itself, absorb urine.

The Absorbent core of an absorbent incontinence product is where urine is captured and 
stored. It is made from (a) material(s) which absorb(s) urine readily and retains it under 
pressure, such as when the wearer changes posture or position.

The Backsheet in an absorbent incontinence product is a layer of water-proof material which 
forms the outside surface of the pad, away from the wearer's body. It may be breathable.

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Figure 8: Diagrams of example bodyworn absorbent incontinence products to show their various design features. 
Fasteners (Tabs) enable the front and back regions of all-in-one and belted products to
be secured to one another, helping to hold the product in the intended shape and enable a
close fit to the wearer. Fasteners / tabs are most commonly faced with an adhesive (which
usually allows them to be undone and refastened to achieve the desired fit) or a hook and
loop fastening system.

Elastication is often used to give an incontinence pad the desired shape and to
achieve a close fit with the wearer. It is commonly used in the waist belts of all-in-ones, 
protective underwear and belted products. In protective underwear it may be used 
across much of the area of the product. It is used along the edges of the crotch region in many 
different designs.

Leg cuffs refer to a particular kind of elastication which may be used longitudinally on
a product near the edges of the crotch region to promote close contact with the groin on either 
side of the body.

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APPENDIX B: Characteristics of the questionnaire respondents

The questionnaire was filled out by a total of 100 respondents. Of the 88 who declared their interest in incontinence products, most (64.8%) identified themselves as healthcare professionals (Table B-1) There were smaller groups of manufacturers, suppliers, product users and informal caregivers. Seven respondents declared two interests (eg both supplier and product user), while three claimed three interests.
