Role and responsibilities of Student ICS Committee members:

Aims of Appointment
The aims of this co-opted appointment is to introduce the doctoral nursing student in their early career to ICS Nursing Committee activities, to mentor them in professional committee work and networking with leaders in the field.  The committee may also benefit from receiving the perspective and contributions of the student member.

Terms of reference (TOR)
Each committee has its own Terms of Reference.  The Terms of Reference are designed to assist the committee in delivering its intentions. You can review each individual committee’s Terms of Reference here.

Term of office
This is a cop-oted appointment and committee student members will be appointed by the Nursing Committee chairperson.  A co-opted committee position is not an official committee position and therefore the individual in this position cannot vote on committee matters Their one year term on the committee will begin as of the ICS Annual General Meeting, and will run for one year.  This term is renewable once for a further one year period at the Chair’s discretion.

ICS Membership
As a student committee member you must be a valid ICS member and have an updated disclosure form (see below). We ask that you renew your membership and update your disclosure within one month of the new membership year beginning (January). If you do not renew your membership or update your disclosure promptly, then the Chair has the authority remove you from the committee.

Disclosure of Interest
As a student committee member, you must ensure that you declare, on an annual basis, all existing or known future financial relationships or commercial affiliations. To update your disclosure, log in to the ICS website and visit this page.
ICS officials and committee members need to continuously update the form throughout the year, so please ensure any new relationships are added promptly. 

Committee Meetings and Expenses
As a student committee member, attendance at the annual committee meeting which is held at the Annual Scientific meeting is strongly encouraged. Please note that funding is not provided by the ICS for travel or accommodation costs. Grants may be available to support attendance, but it is the student member’s responsibility to confirm eligibility and submit applications for relevant funding.
Language
Whilst the ICS is an international organisation, English is the official language of the society. It is expected therefore that student committee members must have a good understanding of spoken and written English, and should feel confident speaking within the committee environment.
Responsibilities
Student members will assist the committee (or its task forces) in various activities as directed by the committee chair. The student member will be under the supervision of the committee chair.  In addition, the lead of a task force or special project/activity can be delegated to supervise student’s participation for that task force or activity.
