Incontinence
· Is the involuntary loss of bladder and/or bowel control (emphasizing images of urinary incontinence)
· Can affect anyone, at any age, from any country(images of bedwetting in children, post pregnancy among women, loss of bladder control among senior citizen; images of people from different countries)
· Can affect a person’s physical, social and sexual life with a considerable financial impact if ignored (with supporting images for each)
· UI affects 200 million people worldwide. (bar graphs representing- 3.8 million people in Australians; 13 million people in USA; Figures for India(still researching, etc)
· Social cost – renders people unproductive (with supporting images); Cost for the Government (Facts & Figures – with images of public toilets and other facilities – please suggest)
· Generally there is an underlying treatable but unreported medical condition
CPC and affiliate organizations (Names and logos)
· Mission - The Continence Promotion Committee's (CPC) mission is to raise public awareness of bladder and bowel health issues, in order to improve the lives of people suffering from incontinence around the world. (with supporting images)
· CPC is committed to remove the stigma and taboos associated with incontinence (with supporting people images)
· Initiates, coordinates & provides advice on education / awareness programs(images of such programs conducted worldwide)
· Affiliate organizations organizes workshops, free health camps, street plays & seminars to raise awareness(with supporting images)
World Continence Week
Over 80 affiliate organizations are expected to participate in the World Continence Week during the last full week of June (with supporting images)
· WCW will facilitates global networking & knowledge exchange regarding the latest in prevention, treatment & care (with images of seminars)
· Aid standardization in continence management (with images of talks and interaction among the members)
· Device ways to encourage people to seek medical help (with images of seminars)
· Encourages health planners to focus on specific patient care during the week and introduce incentives for treatment(with images of medical professionals)
