From pads to penile clamps, from sheaths to catheters and faecal devices, continence products are essential both for people awaiting and under-going treatment, and people living with long-term incontinence. All products have their strengths and weaknesses and most people benefit from a mix of different products used at different times or for different activities. Patients are often desperate for information about products but struggle to find evidence-based, independent information.  This chapter gives the latest evidence on product performance and together with the continence product advisor website (www.continenceproductadvisor.org developed from the chapter) gives clinicians detailed guidance to support decision-making and help patients make informed choices.  
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
